It is the fastest growing 
and most rapidly improving secondary school in Bracknell Forest. The 
headteacher is Jane Coley. www.brakenhale.co.uk.  
 
The Brakenhale School shares the values and ambitions of the Greenshaw 
Learning Trust and the other schools in the Trust; the Trust has the skills and 
capacity to provide the support that will help Brakenhale improve; and 
Brakenhale will contribute to the development of the Trust.
